Every woman who is prohibited for a man 
to marry perpetually due to a permissible 

reason

 The milk sister: 
every female who 

was breastfed 
alongside you 

 The foster 
daughter through 

suckling: every 
female who is 

breastfed by your 
wife

 The milk mother: 
every female who 

breastfed you

 The daughter of a 
milk brother: every 
female who is the 
daughter of  your 

milk brother

 The maternal aunt 
from suckling:  

every female who 
was breastfed  
alongside your 

mother 

 The paternal aunt 
from suckling: 

every female who 
was breastfed  
alongside your 

father

 The daughter of a 
milk sister:  every 
female who is the 
daughter of  your 

milk sister

Women prohibited 
due to blood ties

 The sister: every 
female who shares 
one or two of your 

parents.

 The daughter: 
every female who 

is born to you 
directly or by 

means of you (e.g. 
granddaughter)

 The mother: every 
female who has 

given birth to you 
directly or by 

means of  her (e.g. 
grandmother)

 The daughter of a 
brother: every 

female who is born 
to your brother 

directly or by 
means of him 

 The maternal 
aunt: every female 
who shares one or 
both parents with 

your mother

 The  paternal aunt: 
every female who 

shares one or both 
parents with your 

father

 The daughter of a 
sister: every 

female who is born 
to your sister 
directly or by 
means of her

Women prohibited 
due to marriage ties 

The wife of the 
father: she is 

prohibited 
solely due to  
the father's 

marriage to her

The mother-in-law: 
she is prohibited 
solely due to the 
marriage of  her 

daughter according 
to consensus.

The daughter 
of the wife: 
also called a 

step daughter

The wife of 
the son

Important Rules

1. All daughters of the prohibited women are 
prohibited to marry except for the 
daughters of the paternal and maternal 
aunts

2. Paternal aunts who are near of kin are the 
same as paternal aunts who are far in kin. 
Maternal aunts who are near of kin are the 
same as the maternal aunts who are far in 
kin.
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
